- The qualifying rounds will be played under the knock-out system 
to obtain 8 entries. 
- All the qualification matches will be played in best of 5 sets – 11 
points. 
- All the main round matches will be played in best of 7 sets – 11 
points.

Men’s and Women’s Singles  
Pools of 3 or 4 players. The qualification for the main draw will 
depend on the number of entries and the corresponding number of 
groups.  



3.2) Under-21 (For players Born on/after 1st January, 1982). 
- Full draw of 16 without “Byes” (unless necessary) 
- All players compete in Qualifying Pools of 3 or 4 players. 
- Qualifying matches are the best of 5 sets –11. 
- Main Round matches are the best of 7 sets – 11.
