EQUAL PRIZE MONEY FOR MEN AND WOMEN 
 

Following a proposal from the Women's Working Group, the ITTF Executive Committee on 29th April 2006 took a number of 
important decisions in respect to awarding equal prize money for men and women. 
 
1) Starting from 2006 equal prize money will be distributed to men and women for the World Cup tournaments and the Pro Tour 
Finals. 
 
2) From 2007 equal prize money will also be introduced for six designated Pro Tour events. 
 
3) From 2008 equal prize money will be provided for all ITTF events. 
 
4) Starting from 2007 all junior events will have equal prize money. 
 
5) Effective immediately, all new events entering the ITTF schedule will provide equal prize money. 
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Default Players who do not complete the “round robin” stage for 

whatever reason will be considered as “defaulted” and will not 
be eligible for any prize money.
