America and Oceania shall compete in an “Intercontinental Cup (ICC) 
played in 1 group on round-robin. The winner of the “Intercontinental 
Cup” promotes to the next stage of the event where players compete 
in 4 groups on round-robin. The group winners and runners-up will 
compete in a knockout deciding the first four positions.  

 
Default Players who do not complete the IC Cup and/or the “round 

robin” stage for whatever reason will be considered as 
“defaulted” and will not be eligible for any prize money. 
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Draw and               The draw will be on 15th October 2009 at 15.00 in the venue.

Hospitality Free hospitality (hotel, meals) will be provided to the players from 

lunch on October 15th to the breakfast on October 19th. If a player is 
travelling more than 5 times zones, he is entitled to one (1) additional 
night’s accommodation. 
For the extra accompanying personnel, the full accommodation is 230 
EUR per day in single room and 168 EUR per person per day in double 
room, including board, lodging and local transportation.

- A wild card entry will be replaced by another wild card alternative. 
- A ranked player will be replaced by the next highest eligible ranked player. 

 
Substitutions after the closing date will be in accordance with the World Ranking list 
providing the player is eligible.
