Playing system      The 4 continental representatives from Africa, Latin America, North 

America and Oceania shall compete in an “Intercontinental Cup (ICC) 
played in 1 group on round-robin. The winner of the “Intercontinental 
Cup” promotes to the next stage of the event joining the remaining 15 
players where they compete in 4 groups on round-robin. The group 
winners and runners-up will compete in a knockout deciding the first 
four positions.  

 
Default Players who do not complete the IC Cup and/or the “round 

robin” stage for whatever reason will be considered as 
“defaulted” and will not be eligible for any prize money. 

 
Draw and               Draw will be on 23rd September at 11.00 a.m. at a place TBA later.  
Press Conference  It is the obligation of ALL players to attend the draw.  
                               Furthermore all players will be required to attend a personal    

interview on site if requested. If any extra ITTF activity, e.g. 
Fashion show, is organised during the event, all players no 
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longer in the competition should be available to participate if 
requested.

Substitutions before the closing date shall be as per entry regulations. 

- A continental representative will be replaced by another player nominated by that 
continent. 

- A wild card entry will be replaced by another wild card alternative. 
- A ranked player will be replaced by the next highest eligible ranked player. 

 
Substitutions after the closing date will be in accordance with the World Ranking list 
providing the player is eligible.
